A list of the serotonergic psychiatric medications that can 

interact with linezolid can be found in the Drug Safety Communication. Safety 

information about this potential drug interaction and important drug usage 

recommendations for emergency and non-emergency situations are being added to the 

drug labels for serotonergic psychiatric medications and linezolid. 

Linezolid should generally not be given to patients taking serotonergic drugs. 

However, there are some conditions that may be life-threatening or require urgent 

treatment with linezolid such as when: 

 Linezolid is used to treat vancomycin-resistant Enterococcus faecium (VRE) 

infections.  

 Linezolid is used to treat infections such as nosocomial pneumonia and 

complicated skin and skin structure infections, including cases caused by 

methicillin-resistant Staphylococcus aureus (MRSA).
